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The Golestan Palace

The Golestan Palace is one of the most
beautiful and oldest historical collections
in Tehran, a masterpiece left over from the
Qajar period and a combination of beautiful
Iranian art and inspired architecture of the
West. The complex includes Edifice of the
Sun (Shams ol Emareh), Salam Hall (Ta-
lar e Salam), Mirror Hall, Marble Throne
(Takht e Marmar), Pond House (Howz
Khaneh), Abyaz Palace, Karim Khani Nook,
Caverns, Ivory Hall, Diamond Hall, Brilliant
Hall (Talar e Brelian), and Building of Wind-
catchers (Emarat e Badgir).

Palace of Sa'd Abad Museum

The Saadabad complex is located in the
temperate valley of Darband. This com-
plex of mansions and palaces was built
during the Qajar period as the Bay of
Kings and has undergone two historical
periods the first and second Pahlavi.
The Sa’'ad Abad complex consists of the
Green Museum Palace, the Behzad Muse-
um, the Mirdamad Museum of Calligra-
phy and Writing, the Abkaar Museum, the
Farshchian Museum, the Museum of Fine
Arts, the Museum of Anthropology, the
Museum of Art and Nations, the Museum
of Water and the Museum of Military.
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Masoudieh mansion

Related to the Qajar period and is locat-
ed in Tehran, Baharestan Square. This
work was recorded on 27 December
1998 with the registration number 2190
as one of the national works of Iran. The
garden of Masoudieh’s mansion was
ordered by Massoud Mirza, the son of
Nasir al-Din Shah, in 1295 (Islamic cal-
endar), and the work of Reza Gholikhan
(known as Seraj al-Mulk) on an area of
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Masoudieh mansion

Related to the Qajar period and is located
in Tehran, Baharestan Square. This work
was recorded on 27 December 1998 with
the registration number 2190 as one of
the national works of Iran. The garden
of Masoudieh’s mansion was ordered by
Massoud Mirza, the son of Nasir al-Din
Shah, in 1295 (Islamlc calendar), and the
work of Reza Gholikhan f(known as Ser-
aj al-Mulk) on an area of approximately
4,000 square meters and composed of
the outer house (Court of Appeal) and the
inner house and other accessories.

The Edifice of the Sun (Shams ol Emareh)
The Edifice of the Sun is considered the
most stunning structure of the Golestan
Palace. The idea of building a tall struc-
ture came to Nasser ed-Din Shah who
wanted a structure from which he could
have panoramic views of the city. De-
signed by Moayer ol Mamalek, construc-
tion on this building began in 1865 and
was completed two years later. Its archi-
tect was Ali Mohammad Kashi and it was
the first 5-story building in Tehran

Darband

Darband is a temperate region on the
slopes of the Alborz Mountains. In addi-
tion to its beautiful nature, it also has good
routes for hiking, which end in Shirpala
shelter and Dogholu (Twin) waterfalls.

Bazaar of Tajrish

Tajrish market is a traditional market in
Tehran, which is always crowded in the
days of Nowruz and the final days of the
year, and there are people who come here
to visit the market and to perform the pil-
grimage of Imamzadeh Saleh in the vicin-
ity of this market.

Niavaran Palace

One of the most spectacular tourist desti-
nations in Tehran, Niavaran Palace has an
international reputation. Many films and
television series have been shot in this
location in the last few decades, and it is
one of the most famous tourist destina-
tions in Iran on the TripAdvisor website.
The buildings of Niavaran Palace are from
the Qajar and Pahlavi periods. At first, the
Qajar kings chose Niavaran Palace as a
temperate place to stay in summer.

Moghadam House (Museum)

Related to the late Qajar period. In the
beginning, the house was a large and lux-
urious mansion and the residence of Mo-
hammad Taqgi Khan Ehtesab al-Mulk, the
famous Qajar court clerk and the head of
the Tehran office of Ehtesabieh, and the
Minister of Iran in Bern. The house was
later at the disposal of Mohsen Moghadd-
am, a professor of archeology at Tehran
University. This house is now a museum
of precious antiques.
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Ghazali Cinematic Town

A city in the west of Tehran, created by Ali
Hatami for the creation of historical and old
films and series in 1971, is one of the most
notable destinations for the capital’s artistic
tourism. From the spaces occupied in this
town, you can see Toopkhane square, the
building of the municipality, the building of
the Judiciary, the Taban cinema building,
the jewelry of Qazarian, the Grand Hotel,
the Shah Abad building, the old Tehran's
Pars Café, the views of Ekbatan Street and
Laleh Zar
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Free Tread Zones of Iran

Iran has 7 trade-industrial zones: Kish, Qeshm,
Chabahar, Aras, Anzali, Arvand and Maku.

1. Kish Free Zone:

The island has an oval area of 15 kilometers a
width of 7 kilometers and an area of about 91
square kilometers in terms of its size, the second
largest among the Gulf islands.

2. Qeshm Free Zone:

Qeshm Free Zone is located at the entrance to the
Persian Gulf and Oman Sea. The area of the island
is 1,430 square kilometers and it's located 37 kilo-
meters south of Bandar Abbas and at the mouth
of Hormoz Strait.

3. Chabahar Free Zone:
The city of Chabahar is located in the eastern cor-
ner of Chabahar Bay, with an area of about 1090
hectares at the end of the southeastern part of the
country, in the province of Sistan and Baluchestan
and along the Oman Sea.

4. Aras Free Zone:

Aras Free Zone in the northwest of Iran is located
at a zero-point border near the countries of Arme-
nia, Azerbaijan, and the Nakhichevan Autonomous
Republic.

5. Anzali Free Zone:

This free zone of a part of Anzali with an area of
approximately 3200 hectares of land and up to a
depth of two kilometers of coastal water.

6. Arvand Free Zone:

Arvand Free Zone in the northwest of the Per- sian
Gulf is about 172 square kilometers at the inter-
section of the Arvand River and Karun River and
has a common border between Iraq and Kuwait.
This area has a capacity such as transportation
of roads, railways, Marine and Air is of particular
importance.

7. Maku Free Zone:

With its ancient civilization rich historic monu-
ments and numerous cultural and natural attrac-
tions, Maku has special potential to benefit from
tourism.
